Most units will come supplied with a gobo, check to see the projector works for the proposed location before proceeding with 
the install.

This unit is a high powered professional image projector that needs to be installed and used by a suitably qualified professional. 
The intense light output should not be projected on a surface any closer than 1 metre away to avoid the surface from 
overheating. Mount the unit where it can get adequate ventilation, be sure not to cover the ventilation openings at the rear of 
the unit.

Check the mounting surface is suitable to support the weight of the unit. If a safety cable must be fitted make sure to secure it 
to the surface mount.

The gobo projector comes supplied with an external driver. The driver is pre-set to maximise the life span of the LED capsule. 
Do not change the pre-set values or you will void the warranty.

To avoid losing the driver, do not disconnect it from the gobo projector.

Always disconnect the unit from power when changing the gobo.

WARNING – Do not cover the heat sink or driver with anything as they will need free air flow. 

•	 Open the contents of the box and check that the goods have not been damaged during transit.

NOTE: You must notify us of any suspected damage within 48 hours upon receiving the goods in order for us to follow up 
with the freight company.

•	 Check that you have received the correct goods including projector and gobo (if ordered as a package).

•	 If you ordered your projector and gobo as a package deal, your gobo should already be installed in the projector ready for 
use.

Any claims, returns or incorrect supply must be lodged within 48 hours of receiving the goods.

	 INSTALLATION GUIDE

•	 The unit is fitted with a preset built in power supply IP65 meanwell driver and Australian power plug. Input voltage range 
of 100-240V AC. For professional use only or to be installed by a qualified person. 

•	 Each unit has a metal bracket with holes suitable for mounting to a fixed point.

•	 Once the base is secured, use the locking screws on the side of the unit to point in an appropriate direction, then tightened 
them firmly. 

•	 It is recommended to fit a safety cable to larger, heavier units for additional safety.

	 ENSURING YOUR LIGHT IS WATER TIGHT

•	 If you remove the front lens to change the gobo, please ensure you take note of where the rubber seals are fitted. 

•	 If you do get water insde the unit, it should still function, however, it is important to make sure all the locking rings are 
firmly tightened to avoid water ingresss.  

	 FOCUSING

•	 On the front lens is a rubber seal and 
locking ring. Loosen this to focus the 
unit. 

•	 Rotate the front lens in or out until your 
image is in focus.

•	 Once you are happy with how the image 
looks, tighten the locking ring back into 
place to ensure it remains water tight.

•	 The gobo is situated within the body of the unit

•	 To change the gobo, firstly you need to unplug the unit from power.

•	 Remove the front lens and tube, being careful not to loose the rubber seals. 

•	 Once the lens is removed you will see where the gobo is fitted into the gobo holder, held in with a spring circlip.

•	 If there is a gobo already mounted in the light begin by removing the metal circlip which is holding the gobo in place. Take 
care as it can flick out suddenly.

•	 Swap out the gobo for your new one and do not forget to replace the metal circlip.

•	 **REFLECTIVE MIRROR SIDE MUST FACE THE LED LIGHT SOURCE**

•	 Make sure the circlip is pushed down so that the gobo is sitting flat, if not you will struggle to focus evenly on the gobo.

•	 Replace the lens and tube, and rubber seals, checking it is tightened enough to be water tight. 

•	 Refer to - “Ensure your light is water tight” instructions.

•	 Glass gobos have a reflective mirror side and a black non reflective or white matt surface. 
Glass Gobos are not reversible, they MUST be inserted with the reflective side facing the lamp.

Normal wear and effects of weather that do not affect the safety or operation of the light are not covered by this 
warranty.
